Recycled tennis balls provide as canvas for Swiss
artist and tennis pro
Muriel Stoll Hunt of Loudoun County, Virginia is a Swiss American who
has been living abroad in the United States for 32 years. Muriel first
picked up a tennis racquet as a 7 year old child, playing against the
back wall of her family home in Geneva, Switzerland. When she tries
to think back to when her love of art began she can’t pinpoint a time.
“Always” she says of how long she has been an artist. And luckily for
the rest of us, her love of tennis is a beautiful inspiration for her art-
work!

Muriel has come a long
way since playing in the
garden. She won the Ju-
nior Swiss Championship,
represented Switzerland
as a junior in Wimbledon,
played for the Women’s
Swiss team and then
received her teaching
certificate from the “Asso-

ciation Suisse des Profes-
seurs de Tennis” in 1978.

She taught tennis and ran her art gallery in Geneva until her move to
the States in 1981. Now, she teaches tennis and also plays in a USTA
Women’s Tennis League, “I know competition. It’s good when you
teach to also play matches to understand competition - that’s my spe-
cialty - taking the best of players and utilizing and building on that.”
Her inspiration has led to a new
and original art form. Wiring
through used tennis balls from les-
sons past creates the canvas for
her painting. “Art and tennis to-
gether, finally as one”, she says.
The tennis player has always been
a landscape artist but with greater
ambitions. “I always wanted to
sculpt, but never found the right
medium.” Her art has evolved and
after much trial and error has be-
come a three-dimensional painting
and the recycled structure allows her to be abstract. The hanging
works are inspired by “players, the mood, whether you win or loose,
whether the players are having fun.” There are pieces named after Ra-
fael Nadal and Roger Federer, then those that depict a loss, a mixed
doubles match or a rainy day on the tennis court. Her first pieces of
work now hang in the local recreation center where she teaches and
she has plans for her next few pieces.

The FATCA
Agreement between
Switzerland and the
United States
With the enactment of the For-
eign Account Tax Compliance
Act (FATCA) in 2010, the United
States wanted to ensure that all
accounts held abroad by U.S.
taxpayers could actually be
taxed. On February 14, 2013,
Switzerland and the United
States signed a FATCA imple-
mentation agreement.

U.S. persons holding accounts
with financial institutions out-
side the U.S. have to disclose
those accounts to the U.S. tax
authorities. FATCA is a U.S. law
that requires all foreign finan-
cial institutions to report the
accounts of their U.S. clients to
the IRS if they do not want to
incur a U.S. withholding tax on
U.S. source income. The with-
holding tax would be applied
not only on capital earnings, but

also on principal payments, thus
making it prohibitive for any for-
eign bank that wants to do busi-
ness in the U.S. capital market.
FATCA applies worldwide for all
countries. In February 2013,
Switzerland and the U.S. for-
mally signed a FATCA agree-
ment. Early on Switzerland de-
cided to pursue a constructive
strategy with regard to FATCA.
The FATCA agreement enables
Swiss financial institutions to

benefit from simplified imple-
mentation procedures, thus
avoiding a competitive disad-
vantage relative to other finan-
cial centers. The agreement en-
sures that accounts held by U.S.
persons at Swiss financial insti-
tutions are reported to the IRS
either with the consent of the
account holder or by administra-
tive assistance channels
through group requests.
In Switzerland, opponents of the

The Judge of the District Court of Lugano, lawyer
Claudia Canonica Minesso, having regard to the
decision of 31 July 2013,
gives notice to anyone who deems to be a heir of the
late Giovanna Ester Renata Quadri, daughter of Enrico
and of Alice Clelia née Quadri, born on 20 June 1926,
originally from Capriasca (TI), last residing in Lugano,
deceased in Lugano on 16 February 2013, unmarried,
to contact the undersigned District Court within one
year of the publication of this Public Pronouncement
producing documentary evidence of the degree of
kinship.
Upon expiry of the above term, the estate of the
deceased will be transferred to the established heirs,
subject to any future action claiming the rights of a
heir.

The business grew slowly but
surely, and nowadays requires both my husband’s and my full atten-
tion.
So I gave up writing. Until, that is, one of my sons gave me a food blog
as a birthday present. While at first I was hesitant if I really needed
one more thing on my already full plate, my kid convinced me that for
a person with a background in writing, who deals with cheese for a
living and who loves, loves, loves food and everything related to it,
such a blog simply made sense.

Excitement grows in anticipation of the
Ferdinand Brader Exhibition
The Canton Museum of Art in Ohio has announced plans to create an
exhibition and a publication dedicated to the historic drawings of the
late 19th century Swiss folk artist Ferdinand Brader. Kathleen
Wieschaus-Voss has been named Guest Curator for the project, sharing
her scholarly research into Brader’s life and work.

According to the Guest Curator, Brader came to the United States from
Kaltbrunn, Saint Gallen, Switzerland in the early 1870s, and travelled
extensively throughout Pennsylvania and Ohio, supporting himself by
creating large pencil drawings of the farms and properties where he
was given temporary residence and payment. His drawings are start-
ingly accurate and detailed, mostly taken from an imaginary aerial
vantage point, as though viewed from a tall tower or a balloon. Close

examination of any of the Brader drawings reveals subtle details such
as dogs and chickens, even Brader himself in some of the works. These
are actually farms and properties, which Brader clearly identified in a
caption. Some of these properties still exist just as they did when

Brader drew them, lending solid credibility to his artistic skills.
The purpose of the research for the forthcoming exhibit and publica-
tion is to trace and document the artistic path of Ferdinand Brader as
he traveled through the countryside, adding significant depth to our
understanding of American family heritage. To further this end, exhi-
bition curator, Kathleen Wieschaus-Voss is working directly with His-
torical Societies in Ohio and Pennsylvania to research the background
of each drawing. The exhibit will be a retrospective of Brader’s work in
America and will include more than forty examples. The McKinley
Presidential Museum, also in Canton, Ohio, will collaborate by exhib-
iting an additional 30 drawings by Ferdinand Brader at the same time.
The opening date has been set for December 4, 2014, and the exhibit
will extend through March 2015. When published, the illustrated
book on Brader’s life and work will become an important new addition
to Ohio—and Pennsylvania—history.
