“Little Rescue Book for Women in Crisis, a Woman’s Journey”
By Catherine Winkler Rayroud

Life as awoman isnot always easy, givenexpectationsof society, spou-
ses andwomen themselves. Artist CatherineWinkler Rayroud dealt
with somepersonal doubts anddemonsbyexpressingherself through
her art, and she shares those images in a new book released by Dog
Ear Publishing. The collection of 70 whimsical paper cuttings depict
her journey as a woman and what physical and emotional issues fol-
low that reality.

“Little Rescue Book forWomen in Crisis” pairs thoughtful words
with beautiful examples of Scherenschnitt, the art of creating intri-
cate paper cutouts.Winkler Rayroud turned to artwhen she became
a teenager, expressing her feelings of turmoil and response to physi-
cal ailments.

Social pressure and the traditional household responsibilities of
amarriedwomanmadeher feel trapped, but amove to theUnitedSta-
tes brought new role models into her life. She was inspired to create
the bookwhen she experienced early signs ofmenopause and faced a
personal crisis. Her mission became illustrating those emotions
bottledup inside, aswell as thehopes and fears ofwomenaroundher.

The text calls for women to recognize they are not alone, offering
hope, while the incredibly detailed paper cutouts add a touch of hu-
mor to her sincere support for women in all walks of life.

Author andaward-winning artistCatherineWinklerRayroudhas
practiced Scherenschnitt, the art of paper cutting, for 35 years. Her
workhasbeenexhibited ingalleries andmuseums inEurope, theUni-
ted States and Korea and been published in books, magazines and
newspapers.
