On Saturday morning, March 25th, members of the Swiss Society of
Hawaii met at Kapalai Farms in Kailua, Oahu/Hawaii. Kapalai Farms
is a beautiful green oasis only about a 15-minute drive from busy
Honolulu and a very special place. Once a traditional Hawaiian farm,

it had been overgrown by large trees and tropical vegetation. About
10 years ago, the Wilhelm family bought the land, started cutting the
trees down and planting taro, a potato-like plant of cultural and
